Description:

This is normally a Mooring and Pound Sub-Committee position, although the person can be a Main Committee member with re-election after the first year, usually unopposed.  Reporting is to the Mooring and Pound Sub-Committee Secretary/Treasurer and Vice-Commodore.  The normal qualification is to have a general interest in maintaining Club’s equipment and machinery, with a background in the engineering trade, or has had experience of mechanical maintenance type jobs.
Purpose:

To assist in the successful running of the Club, to include helping to ensure that any longer-term aims of the Club are met.  To oversea the Club’s outbuildings, machinery, equipment and vehicles and in good working and safe condition,
Main Tasks:

To participate in the effective running of the Mooring and Pound Sub-Committee ensuring the following equipment and machinery is in good working and safe to use by Club members and any persons visiting the Club:-

Pontoons (annual re-fit and subsequent repairs);

Large Tractor (annual inspection and any subsequent repairs);

Small Tractor (annual inspection and any subsequent repairs);

M F Digger (JCB) (annual inspection and any subsequent repairs);

Launching Trolley’s (x2) (annual inspection and any subsequent repairs);

Work boat (annual inspection and maintenance and any subsequent repairs);
Winches (all in good working order);

Jacks (all in good working order);
Grinders (all in good working order);

Oxy-acetylene cutting equipment (is in safe working order and can be properly used);
Arc Welding equipment (all in good working order);
