Committee Tasks

Mooring Master
Description:

This is normally a Mooring and Pound Sub-Committee position, although the person can be a Main Committee member with re-election after the first year, usually unopposed.  Reporting is to the Mooring and Pound Sub-Committee Secretary/Treasurer and Vice-Commodore.  The normal qualification is to have a general interest in the specification, construction and maintenance of moorings, with a possible background in engineering, or has had experience of this type job.

Purpose:

To assist in the successful running of the Club, by keeping the Club’s moorings fully functional and safe at all times, gaining revenue for the Club.  This includes helping to ensure the daily running and the long-term aims of the Club are met.

Main Tasks:

Liaise with the moorings contractor(s), for the servicing/replacement of the Clubs moorings (which is a three year cycle) as to standards and approval of change of design in the content of moorings as well as materials used with specifications thereof;

Responsible for the building of new moorings as laid down in the drawings specifications where best practice will be observed at all times.  The build standard must be followed via a job sheet and procedures;
To check all invoices for materials used and report back to the Hon. Moorings Secretary/Treasure for his comment for payment;

Advise on fitness of purpose for boat placement on the different classes of moorings;
Responsible for the day to day running repairs of the moorings throughout the sailing season and try to ensure that best practice is maintained by mooring holders;

Report to the Moorings and Pound Sub-Committee stock levels of extra items, such as ground chain, strops etc;

Carry out any approved changes requested by the Moorings and Pound Sub-Committee;

Additional Responsibilities:

Liaise with the Bosun in the maintenance and running of the Clubs Workboat;
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
