Committee Tasks

Vice Commodore

Description:

This is normally a two-year Flag Officer position, with re- election after the first year, usually unopposed.  Reporting is to the Commodore.  The normal qualification is to progress into the post after serving two years as Rear Commodore and having spent a period of time on the Main Committee.

Purpose:

To assist in the successful running of the Club.  This includes helping to ensure the daily running and the long-term aims of the Club are met.  To gain valuable knowledge on all of the Club activities, for the next position of Commodore.

Main Tasks:

1. To participate in the Main Committee ensuring that all actions allocated are completed in a timely and effective manner.

2. To be accountable for all aspects associated with moorings/boat storage and to Chair the Moorings and Pound Sub-Committee, ensuring that the aims of the Main Committee and interests of all members are upheld.  To report back to the Main Committee, when necessary.

3. To be accountable for all aspects associated with Social activities and to Chair the Social Sub-Committee ensuring that the aims of the Main Committee and interests of all members are upheld.  To report back to the Main Committee, when necessary.

4. To participate in the Finance, Membership, Safety and House Sub-Committees as required and to report back to the Main Committee, when necessary.

5. To Chair/participate in other ad-hoc committees/working groups as requested and to report back to the main Committee, when necessary.

6. To manage all Club employees in a satisfactory manner and liaise with the local authority Food & Hygiene inspector.

7. To delegate for the Commodore when required.  This may include officially representing the Club externally.

8. To abide by all Health & Safety and other statutory regulations.

Special responsibilities:

1. To represent the Club in ESPACE and report back to the Main Committee on aspects of global warming that might affect the Club.
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
